HOW TO WRITE A DISCURSIVE (A FOR AND AGAINST) ESSAY 
LAYOUT

1 INTRODUCTION – give some background to the topic. Don't lift phrases from the task! The introducing sentences may be general or/and personal but don't give your opinion on the subject. That belongs to the conclusion.

2 ARGUMENTS FOR – write the key sentence to introduce these arguments. Give at least two or three arguments. Give reasons for them. Use words such as firstly, secondly, to begin with , next, also, as well, for example, for instance…

3 ARGUMENTS AGAINST – THE SAME THING SUCH AS IN THE PREVIOUS PARAGRAPH. Don't mix arguments for and against!

1 CONCLUSION – start with words such as ALL IN ALL, IN THE END, TO CONCLUDE WITH, IN CONCLUSION… You have to summarise the „for“and „against“ arguments and give your own opinion about the topic.
